I'm a sucker for a well-developed f/f relationship and I'm an even bigger sucker for



understated romantic relationships in YA and this was one of the best.The Best: So, ultimately my

favorite part of Girls Made of Snow and Glass was the complex relationship between Mina and

Lynet. Everything else was so great, but this was what kept me turning the pages. It was so

wonderfully angsty and simultaneously heart-wrenching and heartwarming. It's so rare to see a YA

fantasy novel that doesn't have romance at its forefront, but rather explores the complexity between

mothers and daughters. GAH! The relationship here is what great books are made of.In the end, I

absolutely loved and adored every minute of Girls Made of Snow and Glass.
