Janet Rice Davis was born and raised in Houston, Texas, where music has always been an integral
part of her family life. Although Janet’s formal musical training was primarily in the classical field,
she was fascinated with the stringed instruments, particularly those involved with folk and bluegrass
music. In college she played the guitar and sang as a folk and blues musician in many of the Austin
clubs, learning from such greats as Lightning Hopkins, Janis Joplin, and other well-known
musicians, who played the same clubs. Today, Janet is primarily known as a bluegrass and

Ms. Davis does not teach or do a thorough basic music theory presentation. She assumes that the
banjo student has already learned that. She does a concise job of showing the student the basics of

banjo part names and how to tune, hold and anchor your fingers on the instrument. Reading



tablature, learning finger roll paterns and basic chords are next. Throughout the book she continues
to progress through introducing a new concept and then giving the student a song to practice it on. |
am very happy to start banjo with this instruction at my own pace. The charts of chord fingerings at
the back of the book complete this work. Even after mastering all of the lessons, | plan on keeping

this book handy as a reference. Well done!
